List of Points on ‘New’ ‘Plan’ for Acocks Green

Sheet 1 - Stockfield
- Stockfield/Warwick Road junction is a safety hotspot with 17 accidents and a lot of near misses in the last 5 years.  Pedestrian activity is discouraged.  Guard rails dominate.  

- There is a safety issue with the access Road (from corner of Stockfield on Warwick Road) – rat running here, avoiding delays on Stockfield.  Visibility issue when buses stop.

- No left turn onto Fox Hollies Road.  We are not convinced this is an issue.  Long distance traffic uses Westley Road.  Local traffic would use Broad Road 
A lot of North/South trips across this road. 

Sheet 2 – Greswolde Park Area/Acocks Green

Narrow footways, guard rails – cluttered with street furniture and no proper sense of arrival/gateway.  
Rat running is a potential safety issue for school pupils

Near misses on crossings, involving school children

Central and North

Problems with facilities at the station

Parking along Dudley Road a problem – potential dangers of emergency services being delayed.  Recording of accidents is around 18 months behind, but 16 accidents on Dudley Park Road have been listed.  
Zebra is very well used – 500 people per hour.  Current location delays journey times.  If the zebra is moved it will not be on the desire line.  Is the delay in vehicle journey time the highest priority for Acocks Green centre?  
Three design options for The Green  – views from the ‘Stakeholder groups’ will be taken into account.  What are ‘stakeholder groups’ in this context?  
Car parking issues – vehicles reversing into the car park roundabout, vehicles conflicting with traffic on the roundabout, and no safe crossings here.  What is meant by ‘safe crossing’.  No details of accidents are given, and we do not know of any in this spot.  This is an informal place.  We would rather keep it that way.  
Crossing points on Westley and Shirley Roads do not serve desire lines.  Potentially a safety issue as people make unsafe crossings instead.  
Anecdotal evidence that there are a lot of near misses at the crossing on Westley road.  
To Oxford Road

Two lane wide dual carriageway is dominated by vehicles.  Little emphasis on place.  Need a focal point at the entrance here ( ie Oxford Road side of Warwick Road in the village)  We need to remove the dual carriageway – as shown in the landscape practice plan.
Location of bus stops is difficult

Demands for u-turns to Aldi – might be possible to provide space in the central reservation – strongly supported by Oxford Road members.  Also, turning right into Dolphin Lane is an issue.  Often unclear whether people are u-turning, or turning right.  
To Olton – Green island there etc

Safety issue due to high vehicle speeds.  Turning movements difficult.  9 Accidents.  

Crossing facilities poor

Might be possible to build on the green area to enhance the landscape
